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Introduction

Sea Change — Tai Timu Tai Pari is a marine spatial planning initiative designed to secure a healthy,
productive and sustainable future for the Hauraki Gulf/Tikapa Moana.

The outcome of the project will be the first Hauraki Gulf Marine Spatial Plan, completed by June 2015.
This plan will ultimately inform how the Hauraki Gulf is shared, used and safeguarded now and for
future generations.

It’s all about improving the Gulf — its ecology, its economy and the health and wellbeing of its
communities.

Safeguarding our treasure — together

A shared resource like the Hauraki Gulf/Tikapa Moana is a shared responsibility. Everyone interested in
its wellbeing should be able to contribute their knowledge and ideas to the plan for its future. For this
reason, the Sea Change — Tai Timu Tai Pari process is being managed through a collaborative,
consensus-driven, ‘outside in’ stakeholder-driven model, to meet or exceed international examples and
best practice.

From day one, this project has been about empowering stakeholders. The community chose the
Stakeholder Working Group (SWG) — the collaborative group at the heart of the process who will
develop the Hauraki Gulf Marine Spatial Plan — and Gulf communities and mana whenua have also
provided much of the knowledge that sits alongside scientific research to guide ongoing project work.

Engagement reports

This report is one of nine reports that together summarise the outcomes of the community
engagement and communication processes undertaken from September 2013 to January 2015, to
support the work of the Stakeholder Working Group.

Mana whenua engagement is not summarised as part of these nine reports. Mana whenua have been
empowered to design and run a ‘side by side’ parallel mana whenua engagement and communications
process without prescription as to method, with project support provided on request. Any reporting of
this parallel process will be by mana whenua.

A note on overall engagement methodology

Following community feedback and a separate mana whenua process, 14 diversely skilled and
connected people from around the Hauraki Gulf/Tikapa Moana, including four mana whenua members,
were appointed to the Sea Change — Tai Timu Tai Pari Stakeholder Working Group in September 2013.
All subsequent community engagement activities have been mandated by the SWG through their
Independent Chair.

The IAP2 public participation spectrum has provided a best practice framework for engagement
activities, data collation and reporting.

The scope and geographic area of Sea Change — Tai Timu Tai Pari are wide, encompassing the entire
combined Auckland and Waikato eastern coastal and marine areas and their contributing catchments.
Given this, the project team has needed to employ a range of engagement techniques — from face to
face forums, to online engagement, media, social media, events, videos and surveys — to reach
stakeholders. Wherever possible, the preference has been for ‘in place’ engagement: Sea Change — Tai
Timu Tai Pari has gone out to communities to meet them ‘where they’re at’ — within their communities,
on beaches, around the Gulf — rather than requiring them to ‘come to us’. This proactive approach,
while resource-hungry and sometimes a hard ask for those involved in the project, has been
particularly important in ensuring the participation of small, remote and rarely-consulted communities
in Sea Change — Tai Timu Tai Pari, the Hauraki Gulf Marine Spatial Plan.

Executive Summary

Following on from the success of the Love Our Gulf 1 campaign in the summer of 2013/14, Love Our
Gulf 2 was launched in September 2014 to support two online surveys undertaken by Sea Change — Tai
Timu Tai Pari: the Roundtable Topics Survey (Aug-Dec 2014) and the Summer Survey (Dec 2014-Jan
2015).

Love Our Gulf 1 asked people attending beaches and events what they loved about the Hauraki
Gulf/Tikapa Moana. For Love Our Gulf 2, a new set of message boards appeared at beaches and
community events but this time the questions were more specific. Beach and event-goers were asked
for their views on six specific subjects — the subjects being researched and investigated by the project’s
Roundtable working groups: fish and fish stocks, water quality and catchments, infrastructure and
commercial uses, aquaculture, biodiversity, and accessible Gulf.

Those taking part were encouraged to add their voice to each topic, and to rate which topic was the
most important. Water quality was voted the most important topic/issue. Approximately 2600 people
took part at events.

All of the comments, ideas and opinions were captured in a report that went to the Stakeholder
Working Group to help them develop the Hauraki Gulf Marine Spatial Plan.

Love Our Gulf 2 was an independent campaign managed by WWF New Zealand and funded by the
Tindall Foundation.

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Overview

‘Love Our Gulf 2’ is an event and social media campaign that visited 14 coastal communities
and events between September 2014 and February 2015. Residents and visitors were invited to
rank the six key topics and give their views on each. Those who couldn’t make it in person
could still post and share on Love Our Gulf’s Facebook page.

‘Love Our Gulf 2" was managed by WWF New Zealand and funded by the Tindall Foundation, in
partnership with the Department of Conservation, to increase community engagement and
involvement in the marine spatial planning process, leading to effective and sustainable
management of the marine resources of the Hauraki Gulf. DOC developed SeaSketch as the
core decision support tool. All the Love Our Gulf 2 comments were entered into a new
SeaSketch layer.

The Love Our Gulf 2 campaign was developed in consultation with the project’s
Communications and Engagement Team to support the approach outlined in the strategy
document Sea Change Engagement: The Plan to Involve People (February 2014). The campaign
has been tailored to the completion of Phase 2 of the Engagement Plan (intensive research and
testing of ideas).

Implementation of this plan identified a number of workstreams that the ‘Love Our Gulf’
campaign delivered. These included:

e Summer Survey ‘peak event’ season: Asking people which issue was most important to
them, then asking them to comment.

e Social media: Used to direct people to add their voice to key topics, and support and
drive participation with the Sea Change website.

The Love Our Gulf team presented six topics to participants at locations and events:
e  Fish and fish stocks: How many fish there are
e Water quality and catchments: How clean the water is in streams and at beaches
e Infrastructure and commercial uses: How we make a living from the Gulf
e Aquaculture: How we farm fish and shellfish
e Biodiversity and biosecurity: How many living things there are in the Gulf
e Accessible gulf (recreation): How we enjoy ourselves on the Gulf.

Participants were asked to choose the topic they considered the most important, and to
comment on all six topics.

Water quality was considered the most important topic, and all comments have been captured
and analysed in a report to the Stakeholder Working Group.

Through a series of surveys/votes online, Love Our Gulf has also been increasing knowledge of
key facts and statistics such as:

What is the estimated current, and what is the ideal, fish stock abundance?

What level of development can we expect in Auckland by 20317?

How widespread is the issue of nutrient run off, what is the level of nitrogen input and
what should we do about it?

Are there areas of the Gulf that should be protected?

How much of the Hauraki Gulf is under application for aquaculture, and how much
should take place?

How much of the Hauraki Gulf is a marine reserve?

What percentage of Auckland beaches that are monitored fail to meet water quality
guidelines?

Key responses from social media include:

90% of respondents want more than 10% of the Hauraki Gulf protected as marine
reserves;

90% of respondents would like to see a target of 40% of unfished biomass as the level
of fish stock abundance that we should be aiming for;

56% of respondents see sedimentation from land-based activities as the human activity
that has the biggest impact on the seafloor in the Hauraki Gulf/Tikapa Moana.

Where?

The Love Our Gulf team visited the Cape Rodney-Okakari Point Marine Reserve
(Goat Island) on 10th January 2015. In the 1950’s Goat Island attracted many skin
divers and fishers, including rock fishing and by the 1960's much of the fish life,
crayfish and paua had disappeared. Leigh Marine Lab was opened in 1964, with a
Marine Reserve first mooted in 1965. By 1977, the reserve was opened - the first of
its kind in NZ. Although it covers just 5 km of coastline, it is visited by about
300,000 people a year.

0.3% of the Hauraki Gulf Marine Park is currently fully protected in marine reserves,
in comparison with the New Zealand Biodiversity Strategy target of protection for
10% of the marine environment. The Hauraki Gulf Forum 2014 report notes that
progress on implementing a Marine Protected Areas Policy and Implementation
Plan has been slow and initiatives to identify areas remains ad hoc and contested.
