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The Stakeholder Working Group (SWG) met on 14 and 15 March 2016 in Auckland.

This is done on an iterative basis, with further work and discussion being undertaken 
between SWG meetings (including through topic specific 'sub-groups'), and reporting back at 
the next SWG meeting.  The writing team undertakes research and writing in preparation for 
the next meeting.

 An update from the Sea Change – Tai Timu Tai Pari agency ‘conduits’ (relevant 
local authorities, central government departments and the Hauraki Gulf Forum). 
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
